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Evaluation

1. All assignments will be assigned a point value.  These assignments should be completed in class.  In the event that work must be done outside class, arrangements may be made with the instructor to take materials and equipment home for completion.  

2. As shown on the tally sheets, a percentage is calculated by dividing the score achieved by the total pints possible.  The percentage is then calculated according to the information outlined in the Program of Studies.

Quarterly Grading System

90%-100% = A

80%-89% =  B

70%-79% =  C

60%-69% =  D

0%-59% =   F

3. All grades will be rounded up or down to the nearest percentage.  For example, if a score of 89.5% is achieved, then a 90% (A) will be awarded.  If a score of 89.4% is achieved then you will be awarded an 89% (B).

4. Any students who miss an assignment due date, but were in school, will have the assignment grade lowered by one letter grade each day until the assignment is submitted to the teacher.  After 3 days, the assignment will not be accepted.

Factors Used To Determine Quarterly Grades

1. Laboratory Assignments- Laboratory assignments will be assigned a weight that is determined by the length and intensity of the laboratory activity.  Every student will be evaluated on the following criteria:

A. Research and Development

B. Production
C. Assembly 
D. Clean up
2. Homework Assignments, Tests, and Quizzes- Homework, tests and quizzes will be assigned a given weight that depends upon the length and structure of the assignment.  It is the responsibility of the student to acquire all assignments missed due to an excused absence from class.  If your absence is unexcused, you will receive a zero for the missed assignment/quiz/test.

3. Participation.  Participation in class and lab activities is a vital part of the learning process.  Participation in class activities will be noted by the instructor and rewarded.

4.  Making up work-  Student will be given 1 day to make up missed work for each day they are absent.  It is the responsibility of the student to make arrangements with the instructor to make up any missed work.

Final Exam Grades
The final grade at the end of the year for full year courses will be computed by counting the percentage average from each quarter twice, adding in the percentage grade from the final exam, and dividing by 9.  Thus the final exam constitutes 1/9 if the final grade for that year.
