Grading Method:

All assignments will be given a point value.
	A percentage is calculated by dividing the total points received by the total points possible. The percentage is converted to a letter grade according to the information found in the student handbook.


	90%  -  100% =  A      Excellent
80% - 89.99% = B      Above Average
70% - 79.99% = C      Average
60% - 69.99% = D      Passing
0% - 59.99% =   F       Failure


Final grades will be calculated using the final averages of the four marking periods and the final exam. Each marking period will be worth 2/9ths of the final grade. 

Laboratory Assignments – All students are required to participate in lab activities. A written report is to be submitted at the conclusion of the lab. A report format will be provided by the instructor.

Written Assignments – All students are required to complete reading assignments, math skills exercises,  review sheets, end of unit exercises, activity sheets, quizzes and tests.

Final Exam – All students will be given a final exam at the conclusion of the course. The exam will be written. It accounts for 1/9th of the year’s grade. (Students receiving a grade of “A” in all four marking periods may exempt the final exam)

Extra Credit may be earned in order to raise your marking period grade only if all assignments have been turned in during that marking period. 
3-ring Notebook - The student will keep a notebook during the course of the year. The notebook will be organized according to our chapters of study and it will include the following: grading policy, course outline, labs, worksheets, and any supplemental material. Notes will be kept in a separate composition book with bound pages. The 3-ring notebook and composition book will be kept in class, and it will be required to go with the student on the day before a test. It will be checked randomly for points.
A grade of zero will be given for all work when class is cut. THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS!!!! Even tests!!!!

Make-Up Work following an Excused Absence

· If a student has an excused absence or tardy for only one day, any test or quiz missed should be taken on the first day back in school.

· If there is an excused absence of two (2) or more days, see the teacher to get back assignments and to reschedule tests.

· Generally, the time allocated for make-up work will equal the number of school days missed.

· If a student must be absent (5) days or more consecutive school days, contact the home office for assignments and materials. Please realize that any make-up tests or quizzes may be different from the test originally given. 

· If a student absence is unexcused, the student will be receiving a zero for the missed assignments/quiz/test.

· If a student misses a lab, the lab will be made up after school on Tuesday or Thursday of the week, unless special arrangements have been made between the student and Teacher.
Group Work
